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Reigate Priory’s history can be traced right back to 1870, not long after the FA was actually
formed in 1863.

In 1871, the club was one of only 15 teams that contested for a £20 silver trophy, the first
ever FA Challenge Cup competition.

Reigate Priory were also present when the Surrey FA (founded in 1887) decided to become
affiliated to the FA on the 16th March 1882. The club was one of the original 10 teams

present at the meeting that took place in Guildford.

At the same time a County Senior Cup competition was introduced. The first winners of the
Surrey Senior Cup were Reigate Priory who were victorious six times before the end of the

century.

Priory also made an excursion into European Football in 1910 where they won the
International Cup du Nord beating Cercle Athletique Paris 3-0 in the Final.

The Reigate Priory Veterans (over 35’s) continues to be an integral part of the club,
enabling ex players, coaches, managers and club officials to meet up regularly and play

other established Vets sides.
Reigate Priory continue to expand its Youth Section and will be represented by over 50

Youth Teams from as young as 9 to as old as 18. The junior teams have fed the men’s teams
with many of our exciting young players. The Youth Section have also been awarded FA

Charter Standard status. 

Reigate Priory continues to develop with an increasing number of teams for the new season
enabling the club to provide an extended football experience catering for a variety of

levels. Each year we welcome new members to Reigate Priory, so if you are interested in
joining an established, friendly and sociable club then please don’t hesitate to contact us.

THE VISITORSOakwood FCOakwood FC
History

Founded in 1962 by pupils from St Wilfrids School which traditionally favoured Rugby football,
Oakwood FC took its name from the estate where the school was situated.

 
Three seasons after playing against other local school teams, the club applied to join the

Crawley and District Football League for the 1966–67 season.
 

After five years the club had reached C&DFL Division One. During the 1972–73 season the club
reached the Sussex FA Junior Cup Final losing 1–0 and were again runners up in the same

competition the following season to the same score-line.
 

However, by the time they had reached their second consecutive County Final, they had been
crowned Crawley League Division One champions and Winners of the Crawley Senior Cup.

 
By 1980 the club was beginning to re-structure and joined the Southern Counties Combination
League, where they finished fourth in the first season, and incredibly runners up the following

year also winning the league Cup.
 

In 1983 the club purchased its present home at Tinsley Lane, Oakwood Park. With the extension
of the Sussex County Football League by introducing a Third Division for season 1984–85, the

club were accepted on application and emerged as Champions at the first attempt.
 

After promotion and adjusting to life in Division Two the club finished third during their third year
and should have missed promotion as the old ruling was two down two up. However, promotion

was granted to Division One as Bexhill Town, who had finished as runners up, did not have
adequate facilities for the top Division at that time. Unfortunately, the Oaks were relegated

after just one season.
 

The 1989–90 season saw the installation of the floodlights at Oakwood Park and the club
finishing the season as runners up to Bexhill Town. This season also saw first senior trophy for the
club in the shape of the Division Two cup, where they defeated Stamco 2–1 in the final. 1993–94

saw the club reach the final of the Sussex Senior Cup, played at the old Goldstone Ground,
former home to Brighton & Hove Albion, losing to Wick 3–1.

 
Growth has seen the addition of U23s and Women to the senior section and youth section
expanding to 22 teams with over 40 coaches qualified to a minimum FA Level 1 Coaching

standard. Alongside being an FA approved Wildcat Centre for girls aged 5-11 is Mini Oaks for
boys and these feed into the youth teams currently playing in various local leagues from U8 to

U18, all of which play at the clubs home ground. Future plans include walking and disability
football to make the club a fully inclusive community club.
